Presentation by John DeGroote – GeoTREE Center at UNI:  DeGroote presented his Iowa Water Center grant project to develop GIS tools to use the WINSLAMM model. They also received a grant from IDALS to use the model to run different scenarios and they have selected the Lindale Mall area in the Indian Creek watershed. The resulting product will be able to prioritize areas for BMPs. DeGroote expected the work to happen over the summer months and the presentation of results will occur at an upcoming meeting.
Work plan review (FY16) and FY17 budget:  Fencl provided the FY16 work plan. Discussion followed. The Board requested a modified work plan to show outcomes and associated costs for the next meeting.
