Urban stormwater practices in Creek View Cove:  Rick Sandstrom described several projects completed at the Creek View Cove development including bank stabilization, walking trail, prairie plantings, and oxbow restoration. There was a prairie remnant on the property and a butternut tree that has been identified as one of 18 left in the state. Projects yet to be completed include a bio-swale and rain gardens.
